In Cenci's solid career, the most recent success has been "Io Canto", 
wonderfully presented by Gerry Scotti on Canale 5, of which he is both 
director and artistic director. And in the spring 2010 season we will see him 
as director of the sixth series of "Ciao Darwin". 
 

In teh past he has worked for both Mediaset and Rai, on programmes such 
as "Buona Domenica" (nine series from 1995 to 2004), "Donna sotto le 
Stelle", "Natale in vaticano", "Amici" (AKA "Saranno Famosi" of which he 
directed the first two series), "Campioni", Scherzi a parte", "Ti lascio una 
canzone", "Chi ha incastrato Peter Pan", "Ciao Darwin", "Italia's got Talent" 
to mention just a few. 
 

He has worked with Fiorello, Lorella Cuccarini, Maurizio Costanzo, Maria De 
Filippi, Antonella Clerici, Pupo, Paolo Bonolis, Gerry Scotti and a whole 
range of Italian singers, including Gigi D'Alessio, Claudio Baglioni, Biagio 
Antonacci, Renato Zero, for whom he has directed both live shows and 
videos.
